Beginner Reiner Rules:

1. At the beginning of the calendar year, must have lifetime earnings of less than $25.00 and/or lifetime
NRHA Youth points less than 25 in Reining.

Can use one or two hands but must be consistent throughout the whole pattern.

Can do two to four spins but must do the same number both ways.

Can touch the saddle with the free hand.

Can do a simple lead change — finish circle without stopping, drop to a trot in the center, change
leads, start circle. A stop is adisqualification.

Can have coach or trainer in arenawhile you ride.

Must meet criteriafor NRHA Non-Pro as stated in current NRHA rule book

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Attention All Riders

The VRHA has contacted the Senator Bob Martin Ag Center about the possibility of Reiners laying over from
the Carolina Classic show until our show begins and we have been granted permission to do so. If you or your
trainers would like the option of participating in this program, which will save you lots of driving, fuel and
money here are the details.

The VRHA Board of Directors decided to simply pass along the actual costs that the Ag Center charges us so
that the VRHA will not make any money on stalls or RV hookups during the layover. If you do not pre-register
for this program be advised that you are not allowed to come onto the show grounds with horses until after
12:00pm on Wednesday. No Exceptions!!

The charges will be based on three nights, which include Sunday, Monday and Tuesday night.
The rates are as follows: Stalls $10 per horse / Per night = $30

RV Hookup $12 per night = $36

Total for One Stall and One RV 3 Nights = $66
We have not ironed out all of the details regarding shavings yet but hope to have all of the information before
April 1. Those who lay over will have use of the covered warm up pen only. You will not have access to the
main arena. The VRHA will add these charges to your show tab in addition to your regular charges for stalls and
RVs at our show.

Kenny will need to know approximate number of
horses and if you need an RV hookup.

Reining Horse Sports Foundation - Classic Equine Rookie Day

The VRHA will hold its first RHSF Rookie Day on August 1%t at Campbell Springs Farms in Chesterfield, VA
www.campbellspringsfarm.com Rookie Day, presented by Classic Equine, is a one-day event that gives
rookies a chance to learn from NRHA professionals. The rookies are then given the chance to compete against
the other rookies. During Rookie Day, beginning reiners learn the ins and outs of reining in a comfortable,
relaxed setting that focuses on having fun. It’s designed for reining at the grassroots level and encourages new
members to become more familiar with NRHA competition, local trainers and affiliates.

Cost for Rookie Day is $225 for adults and $125 for youth and includes lunch. Youth will only be eligible for
the Youth division if they pay the $125. If they choose to be eligible for the Rookie division they are required to
pay the $225 fee. The proceeds from Rookie Day go to benefit the RHSF crisis fund. For more information on
RHSF and the crisis fund visit www.nrha.com and click on RHSF.

After a lifetime with horses, | took my first reining lesson 3 1/2 years ago. | learned to ride when | was five and many
(many?!) years after failing to teach my Shetland pony to jump, | began showing hunters and jumpers. | spent over 25
years in the top competitive amateur jumper ranks, showing all over the U.S. as well as spending five years training and
showing in Germany. | have done just about every job there is related to a horse show -- directing traffic, parking cars,
running gates (with no draw list), cleaning up trash, mucking stalls, setting up temp stalls, distributing shavings and hay,
grooming, course setting, announcing, judging, working in the office, PR, working as a (tack repair) vendor, etc.

I now have 4 1/2 horses -- a seasoned show horse, a three year old, a broodmare, a yearling, and a foal due in May. My
last jumper (a Trakehner from my days in Germany) is living the retired life of Riley with a friend of mine in Texas. I've
ridden almost every discipline one can, and reining is absolutely the most fun for me. I have been trying to learn as much
as possible over the past 3 years about the NRHA, affiliates, judging, etc. | was secretary on the EPRHA board in 2007,
which gave me insight into the challenges, opportunities and rewards of running an NRHA affiliate. | truly enjoyed
riding and showing in Germany, and one of the reasons for that is their club system -- much like NRHA affiliates. | think
VRHA is vital to the Mid-Atlantic region. My primary goal for the club is that it remains financially sound as a not-for-
profit organization, because without adequate funds it cannot serve its membership or its sponsoring organization, the
NRHA. As an organization, VRHA needs to serve the interests of its members, as well as meet the standards and
responsibilities of an N RHA affiliate. Sometimes, meeting both of those goals will present conflicts, which the board
must manage. | love the focus on green Reiners that VRHA does so well, and want to help ensure that VRHA provides a
path from green Reiners to the top levels of accomplishments the NRHA offers. VRHA must always have an affiliate
qualifying series, which affords competitors an opportunity to compete at the Regional and North American Affiliate
finals in every division. Another goal is for VRHA shows to offer added money, weekend prizes, etc. in key divisions
that will entice participants from the breadth of the open and non-pro ranks. Sponsoring various types of events that
promote our sport is also an important aspect of a successful affiliate. VRHA has been successful at this to date, and |
would like to see those programs continued and/or expanded.

2003 to get into the show pen, the same year | got my first Reiner. My first horse taught me a lot and made
me a better rider. | made it to the show pen in 2006 on my second Reiner, Great Tori.

Moving around the country has enabled me to be involved with several NRHA Affiliates. Since moving to
North Carolina in 2006 | have been involved with VRHA and another affiliate in the area. | have benefited
greatly from my involvement with all of these affiliates and feel it is time to get more involved and give
back. | have chosen to deepen my involvement with VRHA because | feel the current board and membership
truly epitomize and embrace the purpose of the affiliate program to promote reining at the grass roots level.
It is my firm belief that if we focus on non-pros at the grass roots the entire sport benefits.

My goals for VRHA are as follows:

1. Growth. It is important that we seek new ways to promote and publicize the sport of reining to attract
new riders and grow the sport. Also, membership growth will result in higher revenues and increased
programs offered by our club. Growth will also result in increased entries in turn resulting in our
ability to attract more and bigger sponsorships leading to more added money and larger purses at our
affiliate shows.

2. Giving back. We receive many benefits as an NRHA Affiliate. | believe it is important to give back to
the greater sport of reining by supporting other NRHA programs. One of the ways we can do this is
by conducting a Reining Horse Sports Foundation (RHSF) Rookie Day, which I am already working
on organizing for 2009. I also believe that it is important to seek ways to benefit other worthy causes
in ways that promote and publicize the sport of reining.

3. A greater presence at the Regional affiliate finals and North American Affiliate Championship. In the
next year | believe we can expe rience 25% membership growth. One thing that will help in this
endeavor is to get the VRHA moved from the North East region to the South East region. Over the
next 5-10 years | would like to see VRHA become the premier affiliate on the East Coast; Growing
the Memorial Day Classic to a major derby with a major corporate sponsor and $100,000 added with
the draw and appeal of shows like the Ariat Tulsa Reining Classic. Once we are successful in getting
VRHA moved to the South East region | would like to see us host the Regional Affiliate Finals at
least once every 3 years.

| am very excited about the future of reining and of the VRHA and | look forward to growing and serving
with you.
